Dear Ms. Weber:


The above matter appears on your Board’s Agenda for tomorrow, Tuesday, September 9 as an Application for Special Exception to fulfill requirements of previous approval tenancy and parking for retail store in a BA zone.  Please be advised that I represent the Edgewood Neighborhood Association in this connection, which just learned of this Agenda item and my client vigorously opposes this Application.

Section 64(e)(1)a of the BZA ordinances, entitled Notice and hearing; posting of notice of application, provides that a public hearing be held for an Application for Special Exception.  Further, this provision mandates, in addition to published notice, that at least seven days prior to the hearing date, notice be given “to the property owners whose property is located within and including a distance of 200 feet as measured from all boundaries of the property which is the subject of such appeal.”
Property owners who abut or are within 200 feet of applicant’s property have not received the requisite notice of this Agenda item, e.g. Dunkin Donuts - 470 Whalley Avenue, Jacobson and Associates - 1427 Ella Grasso Boulevard, C.A. White - 825 Elm Street, and others.  I should add that these property owners, as well as all neighborhood businesses and residents contacted, strongly oppose the proposal to place any laundromat at this location.  

Proper notice, as required by law, should issue to all appropriate parties.  My client needs time to adequately prepare its presentation before your Board.  Other affected owners will, no doubt, also wish to make their opinions known at that time.  Accordingly, we respectfully submit that the hearing of Item 9 should not take place tomorrow, as is currently on the Agenda.
